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Research on the Application Path of “Flipped Classroom”
in Graduate Professional Foreign Language Teaching
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As a teaching method that focuses on promoting students to discover learning problems by
themselves, take the initiative to solve academic problems, and build their own knowledge system,

“flipped classroom” breaks through the traditional teacher—centered pattern, and makes the
internalization process of knowledge advance from after—class to curriculum, and the initiative of
teaching is no longer monopolized by teachers. Therefore, this teaching method is gradually accepted
by educators. As a professional and language—instrumental course for graduate students, the teaching
mode of “flipped classroom” is of unique application value. By analyzing the teaching characteristics
of graduate students’ professional foreign language courses, this paper explores the feasible path
of applying “flipped classroom” in this course. Some feasible schemes are put forward, such as
reforming the design of pre—class teaching, emphasizing the role of network platform and reforming
the teaching evaluation and achievement assessment system.
