the feasibility of the residential elderly care homestay market.By collecting and analyzing the social
and economic characteristics of the elderly population in Changde City, the demand for residential
elderly care services, and local cultural and natural resources, combined with national and local rural
revitalization policies, the aim is to evaluate the feasibility of the residential elderly care homestay
service model in Xiangjiaxiang Village, explore ways to improve the economic benefits of homestays,
and provide suggestions for corresponding policy formulation.
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
