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Abstract : Cultivating the correct values and emotional attitudes of the students majoring in preschool education
and guiding them to strengthen their professional ethics will play a very important role in promoting
their career development and the cause of preschool education in China. In the training work of
preschool education professionals, vocational colleges should pay attention to the ideological and
political construction of courses and strengthen the value guidance to students based on it. Therefore,
this paper takes the higher vocational preschool education major "Developmental Psychology of
Preschool Children" as an example. On the basis of in—depth analysis of the necessity of promoting
the ideological and political education of the author's practical experience, the ideological and political
construction path of "Development Psychology of Preschool Children" is discussed from different
perspectives, aiming to provide reference for the development of relevant talent training.
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
