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The Application and Artistic Style of Shoulders in Mongolian Dance

Abstract : As one of the ethnic dances with Chinese characteristics, Mongolian dance stands out with its
unique shoulder movements. This study focuses on the shoulder movements in Mongolian dance
and explores their functions and artistic styles in dance performance. Using the methods of literature
resources, field participation observation, and comparative analysis, a thorough study was conducted
on the morphological characteristics, expressive functions, and artistic styles of shoulder movements in
Mongolian dance. Research has found that shoulder movements are not only an important element of
Mongolian dance style, but also play various roles in dance performance, such as expressing dancers'
emotions and depicting storylines. At the same time, shoulder movements are closely related to the
living environment, production methods, and aesthetic concepts of the Mongolian people, reflecting
their ethnic characteristics and unique dance rhythms. This study not only enriches the research
content of Mongolian dance, but also has important theoretical significance and practical value for
further enhancing the artistic expression of shoulder movements in Mongolian dance.
