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Abstract :

The teaching of large units emphasizes the situation, theme structure, and requires teachers to organize

teaching activities with the purpose of exploring meaning, relying on discourse, taking the theme as the

clue and taking the unit as the organization and guide students to learn the text. Teachers apply this

advanced teaching model to senior high school English courses, adjust, reorganize and supplement

teaching content, which break through the constraints of traditional narrow views of textbooks and

teaching, effectively strengthen the comprehensiveness and practicality of teaching, and provide the

required field for students to their subject core literacy in multiple dimensions.
