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Exploration and Practice of Aesthetic Education for Vocational College

Abstract : Huang Yanpei's vocational education philosophy plays an extremely important guiding role in the high—
quality development of vocational education in China, emphasizing the cultivation of students' well-
rounded excellence in moral, intellectual, physical, aesthetic, and labor dimensions. Huang Yanpei's
aesthetic education philosophy can be summarized as respecting the development of individuality
and emphasizing aesthetic education to achieve the cultivation of a well-rounded personality. This
study conducted a survey on the current state of aesthetic education in vocational colleges among
600 students from various majors in multiple vocational colleges in Beijing. Combining Huang Yanpei's
aesthetic education philosophy with national vocational education and aesthetic education policy
documents, the study proposes a series of recommendations to promote the modernization of
aesthetic education in vocational colleges.
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
