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Abstract : With the continuous deepening of rural reforms in China, the circulation of rural land contracted
management rights has become an important way to promote agricultural modernization. This study
focuses on the circulation of rural land contracted management rights, explores the problems and their
causes within the existing legal framework, and proposes strategies for constructing a reasonable
and effective legal system. Firstly, it analyzes the current legal provisions regarding the circulation of
rural land contracted management rights and the main problems encountered in practical operations,
such as inadequate protection of rights during the circulation process, imperfect circulation markets,
and uncertainty in legal application. Then, using a combination of legal theory and case analysis, it
examines legal issues related to the basic principles of land contracted management rights circulation,
the qualification of circulation entities, circulation methods, and contract system development. The
study points out that a transparent and fair land circulation market should be established on the basis
of respecting farmers' wishes and protecting their rights and interests. Finally, the paper proposes
suggestions for improving the legal system of rural land contracted management rights circulation,
including clarifying rights and obligations through legislation, building a multi-layered circulation
market system, and improving dispute resolution mechanisms. The research findings aim to provide
a reference for advancing China's rural land system reform, promoting sustainable agricultural
development, and protecting farmers' rights and interests.
