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The digital age has brought about profound changes in information technology, offering new
opportunities for the preservation and innovation of traditional culture. This paper focuses on Sichuan
folk songs, exploring their protection, dissemination, and innovative development in the digital context.
First, through literature analysis and field research, the historical evolution of Sichuan folk songs
and the current challenges they face, such as a declining audience and the weakening of traditional
inheritance methods, are outlined. Second, by integrating the characteristics of digital technology, the
paper analyzes the digital preservation of music, online dissemination platforms, and their integration
with emerging technologies like artificial intelligence and virtual reality, highlighting the positive impact of
digitalization on the preservation of Sichuan folk songs. The study indicates that digital technology not
only facilitates the efficient transmission and preservation of folk songs but also provides extensive
opportunities for form innovation, such as incorporating modern music elements and designing
interactive virtual experiences, which can help attract the attention of younger generations. Finally,
the paper proposes several recommendations to promote the preservation and innovation of Sichuan
folk songs, including government policy support, the promotion of digital technology education, and
attempts to integrate with cross—cultural elements. The research shows that, in the digital age, the
preservation and innovation of folk songs require the integration of traditional and modern technologies
to infuse them with new vitality and contemporary value. This study provides important insights for the
protection and sustainable development of intangible cultural heritage in a digital context.
