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As a national intangible cultural heritage project, Southwest Shandong Wind and Percussion Music
has a profound historical accumulation of hundreds of years in the North China Plain of the Yellow
River Basin. With suona (Chinese oboe), sheng (mouth organ), and di (Chinese bamboo flute) as
the main instruments, supplemented by percussion, it forms a unique performing style and cultural
connotation. The Southwest Shandong Wind and Percussion Music in Heze area is highly distinctive,
with representative pieces such as "Eight Great Openings"”, which demonstrates artistic charm through
rich playing techniques and unique modal changes. It is closely integrated with local opera culture,
absorbing the essence of opera to continue developing. In recent years, while inheriting the tradition,
Southwest Shandong Wind and Percussion Music has innovated by integrating modern musical
elements, adopting new performance forms such as situational dramas, creating numerous excellent
works, winning awards in national exhibitions for many times, and spreading widely through activities
like intangible cultural heritage entering grassroots communities and campus lectures. This paper aims
to expound the traditional cultural heritage and innovative development path of Southwest Shandong
Wind and Percussion Music, emphasizing the significance of its inheritance and development for
promoting national music and enriching the spiritual and cultural life of the masses.
