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Abstract :

In the context of rapid Al technology development, Al products have deeply integrated into various

aspects of social life. The deep integration of Al with various industries is an inevitable trend for future

development, and its integration with the education sector is also becoming increasingly close. This

study employed a questionnaire survey and interview methods, selecting over 300 students from two

universities in North China for a sample survey. The research focused on dimensions such as usage

behavior, application scenarios, demand pain points, ethical attitudes, and other dimensions, systematically

examining the current status of Al product applications among college students. The study found that Al

has deeply penetrated the learning domain, where both needs and risks coexist, and students have a

pressing need for institutional empowerment. Based on these findings, the study recommends advancing

course construction, product design, and academic governance in line with the times.
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
