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Abstract : This paper systematically analyzes the economic growth data of Yunnan Province from 1952 to
2024, exploring the characteristics of its economic growth cycles, the dynamic evolution of industrial
structure, the actual situation of regional development imbalances, and the driving mechanisms of
economic growth. The study finds that the economic scale of Yunnan Province has achieved a
leapfrog development trend, and the industrial structure has smoothly transitioned from a "123" type
to a "321" type. However, the disparity in economic development among regions is very evident, and
there is a high degree of dependence on traditional industries, while the scale of emerging industries
needs to be further expanded. In response to these issues, this paper proposes suggestions for
strengthening coordinated regional development, promoting industrial upgrading and transformation,
and expanding consumer demand. These suggestions are intended to provide a solid theoretical
backing and practical guidance for future economic growth in Yunnan Province, assisting it to achieve
more coordinated, balanced, and sustainable economic growth.
