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In recent years, with the proposal and steady advancement of educational reforms, the integration
of "morality, intelligence, physical fitness, aesthetics, and labor" has received widespread attention.
As the main platform for providing high—quality talents to society, higher vocational colleges should
closely focus on the integration of "morality, intelligence, physical fitness, aesthetics, and labor" to
build a complete curriculum system. In the process of constructing the curriculum system, higher
vocational colleges should comprehensively consider the internal connections among the five aspects
of education. Adopt effective measures to reasonably plan the curriculum setting, ensure that students
achieve balanced development in morality, intelligence, physical fitness, aesthetics, and labor, and
then grow into high—quality talents truly needed by the industry, injecting inexhaustible power into the
continuous development of society. This paper first clearly defines the construction principles of the
curriculum system for higher vocational colleges based on the integration of "five education aspects",
and then proposes a series of effective construction strategies, with the aim of providing certain
references and inspirations for relevant researchers.
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
