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Exploration of Situational Teaching Design from the Perspective of Core
Literacy: Taking “Pear Blossoms on the Post Road” from the Seventh Grade
Lower Semester of the Ministry of Education’s Chinese Textbook as an
Example

Abstract : Taking "Yilu Lihua" from the unified junior high school Chinese textbook as a case, this paper
constructs a teaching design integrating literary appreciation, virtue education and writing practice
around the concepts of "situational teaching" and "interdisciplinary teaching”. Aiming at the
characteristics of seventh—grade students, such as the need to improve their literary comprehension
ability and strong plasticity of emotional values, it closely focuses on the unit theme of "Chinese
Virtues" and creates a situational task of "Hometown Tourism Promotion Ambassador". It guides
students to explore the "natural beauty" and "humanistic beauty" of the small thatched cottage in
Ailao Mountain from the perspective of cultural investigation. The class is divided into four links: first
seeing the small thatched cottage, stopping at the small thatched cottage, staring at the small thatched
cottage, and looking back at the small thatched cottage. In the teaching process, strategies such
as task—driven and the combination of reading and writing are adopted. Through practices such as
writing recommendations and tourism copywriting, text interpretation is combined with the promotion of
hometown culture to strengthen students' sense of social responsibility. This design breaks through the
difficulty of "multiple meanings of pear blossoms" through situational and problem—chain teaching, and
achieves the dual goals of improving literary appreciation ability and shaping values. It provides an
operable example for integrating traditional culture and the spirit of the times into Chinese teaching, and
highlights the educational value of the Chinese subject.
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
