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With the in—depth advancement of cultivating core competencies in English, English teaching has
gradually shifted from a "knowledge—oriented" approach to a "competency-oriented" one. It
advocates that teachers develop students' language ability, cultural awareness, thinking quality,
and learning ability through integrated learning activities. In this context, the traditional fragmented
questioning mode can hardly meet students' development needs. As a teaching strategy that promotes
students' in—depth thinking and understanding, question chains have gradually demonstrated their
unique advantages in English teaching. By designing logically connected and hierarchically progressive
questions, teachers can not only guide students to delve deeper into the text and explore its underlying
meanings but also effectively cultivate their critical thinking and innovative abilities. Combining teaching
examples, this paper discusses the application significance and strategies of question chains in senior
high school English reading teaching, aiming to provide new ideas and methods for developing
students’ core competencies in English.
