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A Study on the Co-education of Kindergartens, Families and Communities
from the “Child’s Perspective” on the Formation of Good Habits

Abstract : Early childhood is a critical period for developing behavioral habits, and good habits lay the
foundation for children's subsequent learning and lifelong development. Cultivating children's good
habits cannot be separated from the collaborative education of families, kindergartens, and society.
The co—education of kindergartens, families and society based on the "children's standpoint" breaks
away from the traditional habit-forming education from an adult perspective. It advocates that the
three parties should focus on cultivating habits based on children's needs rather than carrying out all-
round education; support children's exploration in contexts rather than imposing didactic requirements;
and respect individual differences among children rather than pursuing uniformity. Based on the above
propositions, four practical paths have been explored: discussing the content of habit cultivation
with “children's needs as the starting point"; sharing the vision of habit cultivation with "children's
development as the goal"; exploring the approaches of habit cultivation with “children's exploration as
the core"; and constructing the plan of habit cultivation with "children's current situation as the basis".
