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Against the backdrop of the high—quality development of vocational education, Chinese language and
literature teaching in higher vocational colleges needs to break through the limitations of traditional
models to meet society's demand for application—oriented talents. Currently, there are several issues
in such teaching, including the disconnection between teaching objectives and vocational needs, the
singularity of teaching methods, and the imperfection of the practical teaching system. These problems
result in insufficient cultivation of students' core vocational literacy and post competence. To address
this, this study proposes optimizing teaching strategies: first, transforming the concept of Chinese
language teaching and implementing diversified teaching; second, adhering to an employment-oriented
approach and innovating practical teaching methods; third, expanding the content of Chinese language
teaching by means of innovative curriculum design concepts; and finally, offering second classrooms
to improve students' practical and innovative abilities. The aim is to cultivate compound talents with
both humanistic heritage and vocational skills, and to promote the teaching reform of the Chinese
language and literature major in higher vocational colleges.
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
