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Excavating Value Points of Ancient Poetry Teaching Based on Reasonable
Teaching Goals——Taking Shangguan Weihong’s Demonstration Class "Jing
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Abstract : The conception of classroom design should focus on students. Teacher Lian Zhongguo said: "The
subjectivity of students is not reflected in how many questions they answer, but in what you want to
collide with students through your class? What do you want to generate?" Excellent lessons start
competing in terms of conception, and teachers should stick to the points they care most about. First
of all, the construction of meaning is the starting point of Chinese classes. "High and lofty conception"
is the breakthrough point for Chinese classes to "jump up". Secondly, the construction of scaffolds is
the starting point to promote Chinese classes. "The starting point should be low", which is the focus for
the class to "go deep". The standard of a good Chinese class is to build appropriate scaffolds at the
turning points of students' thinking according to their thinking characteristics in the learning process, so
that students can smoothly enter the logic of the text, transition from a perceptual understanding of the
text to a rational judgment, trigger deeper thinking, touch the "jumping up" conception, and construct a
more sound and independent personality.
