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The Practical Path of Integrating Red Culture into Junior High School History
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Red culture is a unique spiritual symbol formed by advanced elements leading the people in
revolutionary practice. Its in—depth integration with junior high school history teaching is a key measure
to implement the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education and cultivate students' core
literacy in history. Based on the requirements of Compulsory Education History Curriculum Standards
(2022 Edition), this paper constructs a "four—in—one" implementation path: curriculum development,
teaching innovation, practice expansion, and evaluation reform. Specifically, it involves developing
a three—level curriculum system of "national compulsory courses + local characteristic courses +
school-based extended courses”, innovating the teaching model of "contextual immersion + project—
driven learning + social linkage", building a trinity practice network of "classroom + base + society",
and establishing a three—dimensional evaluation mechanism of "process—oriented + value—added +
developmental”. It is suggested to promote red culture education from superficial infiltration to deep
internalization by constructing digital resource platforms, improving teacher training mechanisms, and
establishing a home—school-society collaborative education network, so as to provide a practical
paradigm for the reform of history courses in the new era.
