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The essence of education is to cultivate people and morality, which is the top priority of the current
modern education reform. It is worthy of in—depth exploration and practice to focus on the teaching
reform of ideological and political courses in colleges and universities, connect with the task objectives
of curriculum ideological and political education, form a collaborative education mechanism, and give
play to the role of collaborative education. Collaborative education should take fostering virtue through
education as the fundamental goal, which is the responsibility and mission of colleges and universities
in educating people. A large number of teachers of ideological and political courses should actively
participate in and give full play to the role of ideological and political courses as the main position and
main channel. Other teachers and counselors should strengthen ideological and political work in their
own posts, subtly influence students' values and ideological awareness, and guide students to become
adults and talents. In view of this, this paper discusses the effective paths of collaborative education
between curriculum ideological and political education and ideological and political courses in colleges
and universities, hoping to provide experience for corresponding educational reform work.
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
