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Generalist primary school teachers are a pivotal force in China's rural basic education system,
ensuring the delivery of teaching, promoting educational equity, and supporting rural revitalization. The
sense of "identity" among generalist teachers is crucial for enhancing their professional development,
strengthening their intention to stay, and fostering sustainable development in rural education.
However, most existing research remains at a macro level discussion on teacher professional identity,
lacking systematic connotative construction and cultural context interpretation specifically targeting the
generalist teacher group. The theory of "culturally responsive teaching" holds unique value in explaining
the interactive relationships between teachers and students, teachers and the environment, and
teachers and the community. It emphasizes that teachers should form an identity consciousness that
aligns with local communities in multicultural contexts. From the perspective of "culturally responsive
teaching," this study further explores the connotative construction of generalist teachers' identity and
proposes a connotative framework for generalist teachers' identity from two dimensions: self-identity
(initial cognition, on—campus experience, intention to teach) and social identity (group belonging,
professional value, rural integration). It offers an analytical pathway with cultural responsiveness and
local care, providing a new research perspective for subsequent empirical studies and the design of
training mechanisms.
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
