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With the in—depth development of the digital economy, digital transformation has become the core
driving force for promoting industrial upgrading and socio—economic transformation. Against this
backdrop, the integration of culture and tourism, as a crucial approach in the rural revitalization
strategy, has been endowed with new connotations and developmental momentum for the era.
Shandong Province boasts abundant cultural resources and diverse rural ecosystems; however, its
rural revitalization process still faces challenges such as a monolithic industrial structure, insufficient
exploitation of cultural resources, and a weak branding effect. This paper aims to explore how digital
transformation can provide innovative pathways for rural revitalization in Shandong by empowering
the integration of culture and tourism. Firstly, through a literature review, its (clarifies/examines) the
intrinsic logical relationships among digital transformation, the integration of culture and tourism, and
rural revitalization. Secondly, it conducts an in—depth analysis of the current status and prominent
issues in empowering rural revitalization through the integration of culture and tourism in Shandong
Province, such as uneven digital infrastructure, a scarcity of digital talent, and product homogenization.
Subsequently, drawing on typical case studies and data analysis, this paper constructs a "Four News"
empowerment pathway system, which is based on "new infrastructure," centered on "new business
forms," driven by "new marketing," and secured by "new governance." Finally, corresponding policy
recommendations are proposed to provide theoretical references and practical guidance for Shandong
Province and similar regions to achieve comprehensive rural revitalization in the digital age.
