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The Ideological and Political Predicament of the Emergency Police Curriculum
System and the Breakthrough Path for Teaching
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Abstract : The emergency policing curriculum system of public security colleges and universities has always
shouldered the important responsibility of ideological and political education entrusted to public
security higher education by the new era of the rule of law in China. The main work of the system
construction focuses on the setting of course teaching subjects, teaching methods and training
organization methods, with less involvement in specialized, audible and visible explicit ideological
and political education. There is a lack of clear explanations and effective teaching means for the
fundamental issue of the ideological and political positioning of the course system. In addition, due
to the considerable similarity between the main content and form of emergency policing courses and
physical education courses, the common ideological and political shortcomings of physical education
courses have emerged during the implementation of the courses, which is highly inconsistent with the
high political quality requirements of the police profession. This article starts with the discipline setting of
the emergency police curriculum system, deconstructs the curriculum system, and provides a solution
perspective and teaching breakthrough strategies for the predicament of ideological and political
education in it. It helps public security colleges and universities further consolidate the fundamental
position of the emergency police curriculum system in the ability education of students in public
security colleges and universities, and lays the basic color of public security higher education from the
perspective of political school construction.
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
