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Abstract : The "Project for High—Quality Development of 100 Counties, 1,000 Towns, and 10,000 Villages"
(hereafter referred to as the "100-1,000-10,000 Project") in Guangdong Province is a major strategic
initiative dedicated to advancing coordinated urban—rural and regional development. As a vital group
endowed with strong innovative vitality and a sense of social responsibility, college youth’ s in—
depth engagement in the practice of the "100-1,000-10,000 Project" serves not only as an effective
approach to support the national strategy but also as a key vehicle for deepening practical education
and facilitating the growth and development of young people into competent individuals.Taking
Guangfu Town, Jiaoling County, Meizhou City as a case study, this paper systematically sorts out the
diverse practical models and innovative experiences of college youth participating in the “100-1,000-
10,000 Project", and analyzes the existing practical bottlenecks, including insufficient sustainability,
mismatches between supply and demand, inefficient coordination mechanisms, and weak brand
influence. Furthermore, the paper puts forward a multi—-dimensional strategic approach centered on
branding development, which covers the cultivation of characteristic projects, the optimization of
university—local coordination mechanisms, whole—process refined management, and the dissemination
and transformation of achievements. This study is intended to provide references for college youth to
serve county revitalization and rural development in a more efficient, in—depth and sustainable manner.
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
