Abstract : Revolutionary culture education stands as a pivotal proposition for fulfiling the fundamental task

of fostering virtue and nurturing talent. The profound integration of Zhaotong's unique revolutionary
resources holds significant multidimensional value for ideological and political education courses
in colleges and universities: providing teachers with a vivid repository of local cases to innovate
teaching methods; refining students' ideals and beliefs, strengthening political identity, and nurturing
patriotism; and aiding schools in integrating comprehensive resources to construct a distinctive "grand
ideological and political education" collaborative system.
