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Current Situation and Optimization Strategies of Education for International
Students in Higher Vocational Colleges in Guangdong Province——Based on
Survey and Analysis of the First Round of 14 "Double-High” Colleges
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Based on the feedback data of international students in 14 "Double—High" higher vocational colleges
in Guangdong Province, including the policy radiation they received, professional demand directions,
and participation in campus activities during their study and life in China, this paper summarizes the
difficulties and causes existing in the study and life of international students, and puts forward targeted
optimization strategies and innovation directions. The study finds that higher vocational colleges
in Guangdong Province have achieved certain results in the cultivation of international students,
but still face problems such as low admission standards, imperfect management mechanisms, and
low teaching quality. Therefore, this paper proposes optimization strategies including improving the
quality of student sources through multiple channels, formulating a "specialized and shared" training
program, innovating the service practice model, building an international teaching team, and improving
the international student management model, in order to provide reference for the development of
education for international students in higher vocational colleges in Guangdong Province.
