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Cadre education and training at Party schools in the new era faces demands for historic
transformation, urgently requiring systematic innovation to address contemporary challenges.
Grounded in the fundamental principle that Party schools belong to the Party, this paper reveals
the inevitability of innovation through a three-tiered logic: goal orientation, value core, and practice
orientation. At the goal level, it achieves a leap from passive adaptation to proactive leadership in
modernizing governance capabilities. At the value level, it establishes upholding the authority of the
Party Central Committee and its centralized, unified leadership as the core benchmark for political
training. At the practice level, it confronts the capability shortcomings of the cadre corps with targeted
measures. Theoretical innovation focuses on four breakthroughs: goal positioning, content systems,
methodological vehicles, and institutional mechanisms. It reconstructs the competency development
paradigm with the original aspiration of “cultivating talent and offering counsel for the Party,”
establishing a “core + specialty” curriculum framework. This integrates traditional and modern
teaching methods while refining a full-cycle management system. Practical exploration proposes
five pathways: upholding political guidance, focusing on core subjects, deepening teaching reforms,
strengthening faculty teams, and optimizing institutional safeguards. These aim to build momentum for
forging a high—caliber, professional cadre force.
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
