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An Analysis of the Punctuation Art and Textual Connotation in
"The Lotus Lake”

Abstract : Sun Li's "Lotus Lake," as a representative work of the "Lotus Lake School," redefined the narrative
paradigm of war-themed novels with its elegant and poetic style. This paper focuses on the
punctuation marks in the text, conducting a comparative analysis of the differences in the usage
of commas, periods, exclamation marks, and ellipses to uncover the "textual gaps" behind the
punctuation. The study reveals that Sun Li, through deliberate punctuation pauses that "could have
been omitted but were not" and symbolic choices that "could have been changed but were not,"
not only poeticized the natural environment of Baiyangdian but also enriched the spiritual imagery
of characters such as Sister Shuisheng, a homo sapiens. Moreover, with a "calm and composed"
narrative tone, the author mitigated the brutality of war, ultimately achieving a perfect unity of poetic
charm and earthy authenticity.
