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Abstract :

With the full implementation of new primary school English textbooks and the implementation of the

English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 Edition), the third grade of primary

school, as a key transition period for English learning, has made the cultivation of students' active

participation habits a teaching focus. This study focuses on English classes of this grade, combines the

characteristics of the PEP version textbooks (People's Education Press), and proposes four cultivation

paths: the creation of life—oriented scenarios, the design of hierarchical tasks, the construction of

diversified evaluation, and the collaborative linkage between home and school. These paths are

compatible with the concepts of the new textbooks and students' cognitive characteristics, which can

stimulate the internal driving force for participation, facilitate the connection between academic stages

and the implementation of core literacy.
