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Guided by the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education in the new era, promoting the
integrated construction of ideological and political courses in primary, secondary and higher education
has become an important direction for deepening the reform of ideological and political education.
Against this background, the organic integration of local historical and cultural resources into the
ideological and political curriculum system has become an effective path to enhance students' patriotic
feelings and cultivate their patriotic spirit. Based on this, this paper aims to embed Shanwei's local
heroes, major events and historical and cultural contexts into the teaching logic of different academic
stages, enabling students to gradually establish an emotional belonging to their hometown and a
sense of mission to the country in the process of progressive cognitive development. Thus, the unity of
emotional identification, value shaping and behavioral practice is realized, providing theoretical support
and implementation paths for transforming regional cultural resources into educational advantages.
