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Research on the "Three-Focus and Three-Integration” Teaching Strategy of
Curriculum Ideology and Politics in the Course “Fundamentals of Natural
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Under the guidance of the fundamental task of "establishing morality and cultivating people”, the
construction of curriculum ideology and politics for the secondary vocational pharmacy major
faces problems such as "disconnection between professional teaching and ideological and political
education", "lack of a systematic model", and "weak teaching staff". In particular, the ideological and
political practice of core courses like "Fundamentals of Natural Pharmacy" lacks systematic strategies.
This paper focuses on the "Three—Focus and Three—Integration" teaching strategy for curriculum
ideology and politics. By formulating curriculum ideology and politics teaching standards, developing
an ideological and political element database and school-based teaching materials, building a
professional teaching team, and innovating teaching methods and evaluation systems, a trinity
curriculum teaching system integrating "knowledge impartment, ability cultivation, and value guidance"
has been formed.Practice shows that this strategy effectively solves the problem of "two separate
tracks" between ideological and political education and professional teaching, improves students'
professional literacy and moral quality, and provides a replicable and promotable practical paradigm
for the construction of curriculum ideology and politics in secondary vocational pharmacy majors in
Shandong Province and even the whole country, contributing to the cultivation of high—quality skilled
talents in the pharmaceutical industry.
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
