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Abstract : Inthe context of contemporary Chinese political development, the advancement of socialist democratic
politics must be based on the basic national conditions. It is necessary to pay attention not only to the
deepening of political system reform but also to focus on strengthening the construction of grassroots
democracy. As the basic unit of social composition, citizens' political participation behaviors have
fundamental significance.
