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Abstract : With the rapid development of short-video platforms, the number of users has reached 1.068 billion,
accounting for95.1% of the total number of netizens. College students have become one of the main
user groups. This article is based on the data of the 5th Statistical Report on the Development of
China's Internet, which explores the necessity and feasibility of short-video as a new position for
ideological and political education. The article analyzes current situation of the official video account
of colleges and universities, which has a low number of fans and a low number of visits, and analyzes
the reasons behind it, and corresponding optimization paths and practice strategies. This article
aims to propose new ideas to effectively improve the transmission effect and educational value of
ideological and political short videos through content innovation, algorithm optimization, team building
and diversified collaboration.
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
