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Investigation and Analysis on the Ideals and Beliefs of Medical Students in
Secondary Vocational Schools and the Education of the Four Histories

Abstract : To explore the current status of ideals and beliefs among secondary vocational medical students and
their emphasis on the "Four Histories" education, this study took 1,305 students from a secondary
vocational health school in Qingdao as the subjects. A self-compiled "Questionnaire on the
Understanding of Ideals and Beliefs and the Four Histories Education among Secondary Vocational
Students" was used, and the investigation was conducted by combining interview methods and
statistical analysis methods. The research results show that students' overall ideals and beliefs are
relatively firm and clear, and they have a high level of confidence. There is a widespread emphasis
on the education of the "Four Histories" and a strong willingness to learn. There are obvious individual
differences in terms of ideals and beliefs as well as the understanding of the "Four Histories".
Girls attach more importance to the education of the "Four Histories" than boys and have a higher
understanding of revolutionary history. Rural students show a stronger ability to withstand setbacks
compared to urban students and are more likely to recognize the importance of the "Four Histories"
education. Finally, constructive suggestions for school education are put forward from three aspects:
teaching implementation, educational innovation and guarantee mechanism.
