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Abstract : Integrating the economic thought of socialism with Chinese characteristics in the new era into
ideological and political education courses in universities is a key approach to fulfilling the fundamental
task of fostering virtue and nurturing talents. Its value connotations are mainly reflected in three
aspects: First, it helps college students deepen their understanding of Marxism, build a scientific
economic outlook, and enhance their theoretical recognition of the socialist economic system with
Chinese characteristics; Second, it guides students to establish new development concepts, stimulate
innovative thinking, strengthen the "Four Confidences," and cultivate versatile talents for the country to
serve economic development; Third, it promotes students to adopt the people—-centered development
philosophy as a guide, establish correct values, outlook on life, and worldviews, and strengthen their
sense of mission for national rejuvenation. Currently, this integration process faces multiple practical
challenges, including insufficient and outdated teaching resources, uneven ideological and political
literacy and professional integration capabilities among teachers with a lack of incentive mechanisms,
monotonous teaching methods and weak practical components, imperfect assessment and evaluation
mechanisms, and low student acceptance. To overcome these challenges, practical strategies can be
constructed from four dimensions, ultimately achieving the effective integration of the economic thought
of socialism with Chinese characteristics in the new era into ideological and political education courses
in universities, and cultivating new—era talents who shoulder the responsibility of national rejuvenation.
