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Vocational education mainly includes two typical talent cultivation models: general education and
professional education. These two models have significant differences in terms of their background
of emergence, cultivation objectives, and value pursuits, but they can also complement and improve
each other, jointly contributing to the all-round development of individuals and the progress of social
civilization. Due to factors such as historical foundations, productivity levels, and the development
needs of the economy and society, higher education in Western countries often attaches greater
importance to general education, while vocational education in China places more emphasis on
professional education. To accelerate the process of educational modernization and promote the
integration of general education and professional education, it is necessary to take Xi Jinping Thought
on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era as the guide, transform educational concepts,
enhance the status of general education, and improve the teacher training mechanism at present.
