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Against the background of the rapid development of higher education in China, with the number
of college students increasing year by year, the importance of ideological and political education
in colleges and universities has become increasingly prominent. It is not only a core link in talent
cultivation in institutions of higher learning, but also a necessary measure to serve the national
development strategy. However, the traditional college management model can no longer fully meet
the current educational needs. To implement ideological and political education in colleges and
universities, it is necessary to examine it from aspects such as the external environment, information
channels and education reform, while highlighting the important significance of school—enterprise
collaborative education. In practice, we should promote students to strengthen their abilities of self—
education, self-management and self-service through internal and external practical activities,
enhance their sense of value guidance and responsibility. Furthermore, by deepening the integration of
production and education, serving the development of enterprises, we need to explore a new path for
the integration of ideological and political education and vocational ability training, so as to realize the
overall improvement of the quality of talent cultivation.
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
