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Based on the main literature and practice of the innovation of the "competition promotes education”
model in the field of vocational education, actively connecting with the needs of rural industries, and
combining the requirements of "industry education integration, school enterprise cooperation" and "rural
vocational education quality and efficiency improvement" in the "National Rural Revitalization Strategy
Plan" and "Vocational Education Law", focusing on the professional direction related to "agriculture, rural
areas and farmers" services, through skills competitions as a carrier, this paper explores the teaching
reform, teacher construction and student training objectives of rural vocational schools in reverse. The
definition of the connotation of "promoting education through competition" in rural secondary vocational
education, as well as the main obstacles such as "disconnection between teaching and post", weak
cultivation of students' professional qualities, and insufficient professional qualities of teachers in rural
secondary vocational education, focuses on education, teaching, and skills training to ensure that
students have "skills for employment, entrepreneurship, and further education" after graduation, solve
the problem of increasing rural income and wealth, alleviate the shortage of "skilled talents" in rural
areas, carry out research on innovative strategies for secondary vocational education models, form
a deep linkage mechanism of "teaching industry position", cultivate "localized" talents who understand
technology, can operate practically, and retain, help promote the development and upgrading of rural
industries, and provide "skilled talent support" for rural development, rural labor skills output, "intangible
cultural heritage" inheritance, ecological tourism, etc. And 'technical service guarantee', Ultimately
improving the quality of rural vocational education to meet the needs of rural industrial development,
promoting comprehensive rural revitalization and improving people's livelihoods.
