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Objective: To gain an in—depth understanding of the perceptions of higher vocational students
regarding the integration of traditional Chinese culture into ideological and moral education through
online channels, providing theoretical foundations and teaching experiences for teachers in higher
vocational colleges to better conduct ideological and moral education online and utilize traditional
Chinese culture to help students cultivate positive character traits. Methods: A phenomenological
approach within qualitative research was adopted, conducting semi-structured interviews with 10
nursing students from different classes, followed by data analysis using phenomenological analysis
methods. Results: Six themes were refined through thematic classification: students' level of awareness
of traditional Chinese culture; the core ideologies of traditional Chinese culture; current mainstream
moral and ethical perspectives; forms of cultural dissemination through online channels; willingness to
actively learn traditional Chinese culture; and the concept and specific scope of character. Conclusion:
Students generally have a low level of awareness of traditional Chinese culture; the moral ideologies
within traditional Chinese culture, to a certain extent, guide students' behavior and interactions, playing
a positive role in enhancing their moral standards; students recognize the values of benevolence,
righteousness, propriety, wisdom, and trustworthiness in traditional Chinese culture, believing they align
with current mainstream values; students are more willing to receive traditional Chinese culture through
online videos, with lower acceptance of online articles and audio; students have a low willingness
to actively learn traditional Chinese culture; most students have an unclear understanding of the
connotations of character, limited to moral awareness.
