The earliest discussion originated from the article The Newest

Group: The Living Condition of Gen Z, which mainly explored the values of Gen Z in Taiwan, China.

However, this concept did not attract academic attention afterward. It was not until 2013 that the

academic community began to pay sporadic attention to Gen Z's consumption behavior. Since 2019,

research has started to adopt the perspective of ideological and political education, discussing Gen

Z's online discourse expression, and focusing on Gen Z's ideological risks and social behaviors. Up to

now, a systematic and comprehensive understanding and research framework for the ideological and

political education of Gen Z has not yet been formed.
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
