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With the development of the times, China's requirements for ideological and political education (IPE)
for students at all stages of primary, secondary and tertiary education have gradually undergone
new changes. When carrying out IPE practice, schools need to attach importance to the educational
function of excellent traditional Chinese culture, optimize and adjust various problems existing in the
current teaching process, so as to build a soul-cultivating and talent—developing teaching practice
system, enhance the emphasis on the concept of integrated IPE, and continuously improve students'
learning quality and effects. Teachers should deeply explore the ideological concepts, humanistic
spirits and moral norms contained in excellent traditional Chinese culture, and integrate these contents
into the IPE curriculum system of primary, secondary and tertiary schools, so as to continuously
promote the all-round development of students. Starting from the current situation of integrating
excellent traditional Chinese culture into the integrated IPE in primary, secondary and tertiary schools,
this paper deeply analyzes the importance of this integration, and discusses the application paths of
the integration, hoping to provide useful references for the current reform of IPE.
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
