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Abstract : With the successful hosting of the Winter Olympic Games, ice—snow tourism has achieved leapfrog
development—spreading from north to south, growing from a niche sport to a large—scale industry, and
extending from winter to all seasons—while the ice—snow economy has shown broad development
prospects. As a major ice—snow province in China, how to fully leverage its advantages of superior
ice—snow tourism resource endowment, solid industrial foundation, and significant market influence
to develop international—quality ice—snow sports and leisure vacation products, and build a world—
class ice—snow tourism resort and ice—snow economic highland has become a key issue for the high—
quality development of ice—snow tourism in Heilongjiang Province. Taking Heilongjiang Province as an
example, this paper expounds the core advantages of its ice—snow tourism, explores the high—quality
development paths focusing on technology empowerment, cultural integration, ecological priority,
and full-industry—chain extension. Combined with the current development dilemmas, it puts forward
optimization countermeasures, aiming to provide references for driving the province's economic growth
and the comprehensive revitalization of Northeast China.
