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Abstract : Inthe context of vocational education, the training of preschool education professionals is facing the
continuous improvement of industry development and social needs. There is an increasingly urgent
need for high—quality early childhood education talents with strong practical capabilities. This article
takes the school-enterprise "dual" education model as the starting point, systematically analyzes the
current problems of weak practical links in the traditional training methods of preschool education
majors, insufficient depth of school-enterprise cooperation, and poor connection between on-the-job
courses, and points out that innovative approaches are urgently needed for professional talent training.
Based on the vocational education system and exploring the deep collaboration between schools and
enterprises, this article proposes the idea of constructing a "dual" education model: on the one hand, it
strengthens the teaching of vocational theory in schools and focuses on the cultivation of professional
qualities and educational concepts; on the other hand, it gives full play to the advantages of enterprise
practice platforms and promotes the seamless connection between course content, teaching methods
and professional positions. Practical paths include: optimizing the curriculum system and establishing a
"job—course integration" mechanism; improving the construction of the teaching staff and realizing "dual—
qualified" teacher resource sharing; innovating the internship training model to expand diversified internship
channels for students; and improving the assessment and evaluation system to ensure the quality of talent
training. Through theoretical analysis and empirical exploration, the research results show that the school-
enterprise "dual" education model can effectively improve the comprehensive quality and job adaptability of
preschool education students, provides a new direction for the high—quality development of the preschool
education major, and has important practical significance for deepening the integration of industry and
education in the field of vocational education and serving industry needs.
